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On June 11, 2022, 13 parents and children displaced from Ukraine who have come to Yokohama were given the opportunity to
experience the traditional Japanese style of rice planting. Telecommunications company KDDI CORPORATION proposed the idea to the
Ukrainian Community Cafe “APY31” (“friend” in Ukrainian) and held the event as part of its corporate social responsibility program.

The children eagerly planted seedlings in the rice paddies while getting covered in mud. A rice harvesting experience is also planned for
autumn.
