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Mayor attends International Tropical Timber Council annual session

On November 7, Mayor Yamanaka attended the 58th Session of the International Tropical Timber Council, hosted by Yokohama. The Council
governs the Organization of the same name (ITTO), the only international institution with its global headquarters in the city. Yokohama last
hosted the 54th Session in 2018.

Yokohama city personnel selected from a pool of applicants lent their support to run the event through November 11,
and the venue also highlighted city initiatives related to the SDGs and conserving the environment.

It liaises with the government and Yokohama to
hold events and raise awareness of food security issues. The ceremony was held to coincide with the visit by its new President, Mr. Alvaro Lario.
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
